Items to pack

Maldives is a tropical and humid country.  At the time of your arrival, we will still be experiencing the northeast monsoon (dry season) to southwest monsoon (wet season) transition time. This means that the dry season weather will still be prominent with very high UV radiation at midday sun. Therefore, it will be important to use sun protection for your wellbeing. However, you may experience some rain during this period. Remember to keep yourself well hydrated. Drink lots of water.
Since you will be residing in Hulhumale’, which is an inhabited island, you are expected to wear modest clothing and modest swimwear at the local beaches.

Listed below are suggested list of items to pack when travelling to Maldives.
· Sun lotion 
· Sunglasses
· Hat / cap
· Re-usable water bottle (single use plastic bottles will not be allowed in schools/ government offices).
· Modest clothing suitable for summer 

· Modest swim wear

· Goggles, snorkeling gear and beach towels (if you wish to swim or snorkel)

· Beach towel

· Backpack / handbag / tote bags to carry around materials or gear (plastics bags will not be allowed in schools/ government offices)

· Perfume or body spray (Maldives is hot and humid)
· A raincoat or umbrella (you may experience some rain)
