Description of the program in your country and recent activities in 2018: 

The most important event in 2018 was that the agreement of GLOBE Program 
Taiwan extended for five more years. The Taipei Economic and Cultural 
Representative Office (TECRO) and its counterpart establishment the American 
Institute in Taiwan (AIT) renewed the agreement on Aug. 14, 2018 for Taiwanôs 
participation in GLOBE Program. The Ministry of Science and Technology in 
Taiwan will continue supporting GLOBE Taiwan. 

 
During the period of 2018, although the funding of GLOBE Taiwan was limited, 

we not only kept helping our GLOBE schools to do GLOBE observations and 
maintain the instruments, but also encouraged teachers and students to participate 
in GLOBE activities, such as International Virtual Science Symposium. In 2018 
GLOBE IVSS, we submitted 11 student reports and sent the best team to represent 
their results in 2018 GLOBE Annual Meeting & GLE in Ireland. Besides GLOBE 
IVSS, one of Taiwan school, Houjia Junior High School, was invited to share their daily 
observations and science results through the webinar of GLOBE ENSO Field 
Measurement Campaign on April 12, 2018. Our teachers and students actively join 
international activities, like GLE in Nepal and GLOBE students exchange program in 
Thailand.  

 
In order to promote more international interaction, we hosted 2018 GLOBE Taiwan 

Science Festival on July 19-23. This event was annually held by GLOBE Taiwan Program 
and was part of an exhibition of two science and education projects of MOST. As usual, 
we invited teams from Asia-Pacific region to join this event and share experiences with 
Taiwan teachers and students. There were 82 GLOBE participants from India, Philippines, 
Thailand and Taiwan. Students presented their results by posters and visited National 
Museum of Natural Science in Taichung, Taiwan during this event.  

 
We currently are financing for GLOBE Taiwan Program and planning to host GLOBE 

activities. On July 10-12, 2019, we are going to host 2019 GLOBE Taiwan Science 
Festival. This event will be part of HSP and ENIEP Fair / Exhibition, which was hosted by 
Ministry of Science and Technology, Taiwan. If we obtain the funding of MOST, we are 
going to invite more schools to join GLOBE, host GLOBE teachers workshops and 
students activities, and help teachers to develop GLOBE lesson plans aligned the 
education policy in Taiwan, etc.
